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Weôre on the ñRoad to Recovery.ò  Iôve been told by several 
people that the sermons these past two weeks have ñhit 
homeò with them.  I suppose itôs because weôve all been 
hurt, hurt others and hurt ourselves.  We can do several 
things with those hurts or sins.  We can rehearse them;  re-
play them over in our minds and let them define who we are.  
We can resist them; deny and close our eyes to them and 
pretend that they donôt exist.  We can retaliate; get even with 
the ones who hurt us or pass the hurt along to someone 
else.  The best thing we can do is to release them.  First Pe-

ter instructs us to ñcast all our cares on him, for he cares for us.ò  Jesus said, 
ñcome to me, all you who are weary and heavy burdened, and I will give you rest.ò 
Itôs tiring to carry the burden of sin or hurt and the great thing is that we donôt have 
to.  Jesus, himself, bore our sin and our pain.  Imagine going on a flight across 
the country.  You have your luggage, but instead of checking your bags or stow-
ing them in the overhead compartment, you stood in the aisle holding it all for the 
whole flight.  As silly as that is, we tend to do the same things with our burdens 
instead of turning them over to Christ. 
 We will not meet this Sunday evening, but I do ask you to spend some time 
encouraging people to join a discipleship group on Sunday evenings beginning on 
September 12th.  We have something for everyone; several options for adults, 
ñlife hurts, God heals for youth, and ñKings Kidsò for the children.  I hope you will 
be a part of the discipleship ministry this fall.
